Greetings in Christ,

The Advent wreath is made of ever-greens in the shape of a circle to remind us of
God’s unending love and care. Sometimes we forget or become distracted from that
truth. We lose focus of our priorities and our vision blurs. Our lives become entangled
and our faith seems to be crowded out or loses its significant place in our lives.

It’s good to have this yearly reminder and opportunity to center again on God’s
faithfulness and love. It allows us to re-examine our responses to that love and to re-
commit ourselves to God and His model for living in Christ.

Among all the ways we get disconnected from our faith, our idea of stewardship
ranks pretty high on the list.

Over Shiloh’s history there have been some who have given significant amounts of
time and resources to the church so the rest of us haven’t been challenged to give
more. The drop in attendance has added to the squeezing of the number of volunteers
and the budget. Even though the attendance has improved a little, recently, we have
not kept up with the leadership nor financial needs of the church. Whenever we plan
an event for the whole church it appears that the same group of individuals provide the
leadership and work for all the rest. The same can be said about our finances. Over
this past year we have averaged a $2,500 deficit each week.

We have only been able to stay up to date with our expenses by dipping into our
endowment fund. These resources were never meant to cover the current expenses
and if we continue to do this we will deplete this fund completely.

Because of these concerns we have been very careful about the programs we plan
and what money we spend. | understand that there have been some questions about
some things like the narthex rug, the landscaping and the new lawn mower that have
been added to the church property. None of these were purchased from the budget.
They were all paid for from individual donations.

This year we received only ninety five estimate of giving cards which amounted to
about half of our needed budget for 2012. We know that we have more than ninety
five giving units at Shiloh.

We have an excellent staff and a well- rounded program for all ages that has been
prayerfully put into place. Part of the challenge of putting Shiloh on her feet again is
our level of participation and our financial support. This involves all of us.
