Those without special training are
also needed in the clean-up effort, manning
food stations, and comforting those in need.

Evangelism/Witnessing

¢ Evangelism Team - Reaching out and sharing
the gospel is a directive for all followers of
Christ. Those on this team help direct and
organize the entire church to share faith.

¢ Branchville Prison Ministry - Those called to
live out Christ’s command of reaching out to
those who are incarcerated.

¢ Muffin Ministry - On a rotating basis people
bring refreshments, help prepare drinks and
set up the refreshment table.

¢ Church Sign Ministry - Those who keep an
updated weekly message on our church sign
for passersby to read.

¢ Lay Speaking Ministry - A lay speaker (local
church or certified) is a member who is eager
to serve the Church with their ability to
communicate. They are available to conduct,
or assist in conducting, worship and present
sermons and addresses when requested by
the pastor, district superintendent, or
committee on lay speaking. Speaker training
courses are required and provided.
